MAKE-UPS If you miss a class, the recording of it will come 
to you within a few days, so making up a class is as easy as 
participating along with the video.

TUITION/REGISTRATION FEE For a ten-week session, 
tuition for the first registered child in a family is $189 and $104 
for each additional sibling eight months or older. Infants under 
eight months on the first day of the fall session (born after  
May 4, 2020) attend free with a paying sibling. All infants are 
welcome. If they are not siblings of a paying child, their tuition 
is $189, the same as the first registered child in a family. There 
is a one-time-only registration fee of $15 for familes new to our 
program. This fee is waived for our Parks and Rec and Community 
Ed locations. Tuition refunds will be given only if requested at 
least one week before the start of the fall session, so on or before 
December 28, 2020. After this date, credit toward future sessions 
may be issued in special circumstances but refunds are not given. 
For classes in locations where Parks and Recreation and/or 
Community Education departments process registrations and take 
payments, their respective refund policies apply.
